SAFETY & ETIQUETTE

Please keep voices low and be courteous to residents, trail users and golfers
» Respect the rights and safety of others
» Horses have right-of-way
o When approaching from behind: Do not run up behind a horse as you may startle the horse and risk
injury. Speak to the rider so you may pass safely
o Horseback riders should always approach other riders and pedestrians at a walk
o Riders should maintain a safe distance when passing other horses
« Trail users should walk their horses around blind curves until the rider can safely see ahead
 Parents should explain all trail rules to children and guests
« Do not throw trash on trails. Please place trash in receptacles provided or take it with you
